Luke 15:1–31

1.	 How does it make you feel knowing Jesus will seek out one lost 
	 sheep from an entire flock. What can make us like a lost sheep?

2.	What does it mean to you to be THAT important to God?

3.	 Imagine what “joy in heaven” looks like. Have a creative time 
	 using all of your senses to describe it. Thank God for 
	 celebrating the lost who come home.

Jesus frustrated the Pharisees and religious leaders by eating with 
“unclean sinners.” Jesus then tells three parables explaining His 
desire to be with those who have gone astray: the lost sheep, the 
lost coin and the prodigal son.  

It should encourage us that Jesus finds so much joy and pleasure in 
bringing the lost home. 

Find one person to pray about who is not part of Jesus’ family yet. 
Ask God to give you opportunities to share the story of Jesus with 
them. Rejoice when they come to know Him as Lord and Savior.
